Access:

In the UW Libraries' Catalog-- search for Author = Safari Tech Books   Online to see a list of almost all titles available (cataloging is  working on creating records for all 134 books in our collection), or go to Info Gateway-- Databases & Catalogs-- Safari Tech Books Online. Or search for individual titles in the catalog and follow links to books.

You should be able to access anywhere on the Bothell Campus as well as remotely via the proxy server For information on connecting to the proxy server go to http://www.bothell.washington.edu/library/connecting.html

Before you can connect to the proxy server you will need a current student (or staff) ID card, which is also your library card.  The card has to be linked in the system and you need to have established a PIN number.  This is all explained in the links above, but should you encounter troubles or have any questions please contact me.

Simultaneous Users:

We only have 5 simultaneous users. It probably won't be enough for a big campus like UW, but that's all we could afford to start with. If  all user slots are being used, the user will get a message saying that all user slots are being used and to try again later. The timeout is set at 20 minutes (can't be changed). I've experienced being shut out, but was able to get in a few minutes later. Please remind people to log out when they are finished, if you see them using Safari.

Logging In:

Sometimes it seems like Safari doesn't recognize the user as a UW  person and the user can only see a preview of a book. When this happens, the user will need to click on "Log In". They will then get a screen asking for a registered user log-in. Please tell people to ignore this and just click on the little "Reconnect" link, and if there are user slots available, they should be able to get in.

Notes, My Desktop:

There is a notes feature that allows people to type in notes/comments about a book or chapter. Since we have IP authentication and not individual user accounts, any notes will be able to be seen by all UW users. Similarly, the My Desktop feature is not as customizable for IP subscribers.
