Grading criteria for poster board:

· The poster needs to present a clear message that you want to get across to your audience.  

· Poster must be organized, neat and concise.  (Text is big enough to see, typed, or printed so neatly that it is visible and readable from a decent distance).

· Ideas presented must be complete, correct, and in enough detail to explain your system.

· Ideas must cover the evolutionary trends to at least the depth covered in your textbook.

· The poster needs to contain sufficient supporting evidence to illustrate your thoughts.   

· Poster needs sufficient visuals to illustrate what you are describing with the text you are using.  

· Visuals must be neat and professional looking.  (Copying pictures and cutting out white your picture and sticking it down does not appear professional as corners start to peel up and text is not usually readable.  Also, make sure that the visuals are big enough to see from a good distance.)

· It is apparent (however you wish to make it so) that the group members collaborated (had somewhat equal input and have done somewhat equal work) in this effort of creating, researching and discussing the poster.
